Bios of speakers

Prof. Devang Khakhar assumed the position of Director of Indian Institute of Technology,
Bombay (lIT-B) from January 1, 2009. Prof. Khakhar pursued his B.Tech from Indian
Institute of Technology, Delhi (1IT-D) in the 1981 and Ph.D from the University of
Massachusetts Amherst in the year 1986.

He is an associate with the Indian National Academy of Engineering, the Indian National
Science Academy and the Indian Academy of Science. Prof. also received IIT-B’s
“Excellence in Teaching Award” and the “Mathur Award for Research Excellence.”
Additionally, he has been awarded numerous prestigious
awards including Bhatnagar Prize in 1997 and the
Swarnajayanti Fellowship in 1998.

He joined the Department of Chemical Engineering at IIT-B
in January 1987 and since then he has been working as a
core faculty of [IT-B. He has published more than 150
papers that include papers in Nature and Science. Prof.
Khakhar has served as Professor-in-charge of |IT-Bs
continuing Education Program from 2001-02 and as head of
department of Chemical Engineering from 2002-04 and has
been the Dean of Faculty Affairs since 2005. He is a
Distinguished Alumnus of the Indian Institute of Technology,
Delhi.

Manohar Parrikar was the Chief Minister of Goa from 2000 to 2005. He is the first lIT
graduate to become the Chief Minister of any Indian state ever.

He is from the Bharatiya Janata Party, the first from his party to
become the Chief Minister in Goa. He was first elected to the
Second Legislative Assembly of the state of Goa in 1994. He was
the leader of the opposition from June to November 1999. He first
became the Chief Minister of Goa on October 24, 2000 but could
only last till February 27, 2002 . In June 2002, he was re-elected to
the assembly and was elected Chief Minister again.

He is credited with bringing the BJP to power in Goa. He is also
credited with single handedly bringing the IFFI (International Film
Festival of India) to Goa, and creating more international quality
infrastructure in Goa for the event in a short time than any other
former government. He is also known to be a man of action, and principles. He is
currently the Leader of the Opposition in Goa and is the recipient of the Distinguished
Alumnus Award of IIT-B.



Prof. Ashok Misra is the Chairman-India and Head of Global Alliances of Intellectual
Ventures and located in Bangalore. Prior to this he was at the [IT Bombay as its Director,
from 2000-08; at IIT Delhi from 1977-2000; and at Monsanto Chemical Co. from 1974-77.
He obtained his B.Tech. at IIT Kanpur, M.S. at Tufts University and Ph.D. at the University
of Massachusetts. He was awarded the Doctor of Science by Thapar University, Patiala.
He is a Fellow of the National Academy of Sciences India and was its President from
2006-08 and is also a Fellow of the Indian National Academy of Engineering. Prof. Misra is

Congress; Distinguished Alumnus Awards from University of
Massachusetts, IIT Kanpur and Tufts University; Chemtech CEW
Awards (Education); National Systems Gold Medal; Qimpro
Platinum Standard Award (Education). He has co-authored a
book, has 6 patents and published over 100 international
publications.

Dr.S.R.Shetye is currently the Director of the National Institute of
Oceanography in Goa. He has a M.Sc. in Physics from IIT-B and
a Ph.D. from the University of Washington in Seattle. He is a
recipient of the SS Bhatnagar Award and a Fellow of the Indian
National Science Academy besides receiving many other awards
and scholarships. He is also the Editor of the prestigious Journal
of Earth System Science. He is a Distinguished Alumnus of IIT-
Bombay and is also currently on the Board of Governors of IIT-
Bombay.

Rohit Manchanda grew up in the coal-mining townships of eastern India.He went on
scholarships to the University of Oxford where he gained his Bachelors and his D.Phil in
the physiological sciences. He is now on the faculty of the School of Biosciences and
Bioengineering at [IT-Bombay where he teaches and conducts research on electrical
signaling in the nervous system.

Currently, he is the President and CEO of the
Wadhwani Foundation which focuses on Accelerating economic
